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The official seal of Southern University at New Orleans 

consists of a blue band outlined in metallic gold with a white 

center.  Inscribed in gold around the top of the band is 

ñSOUTHERN UNIVERSITY AT NEW ORLEANSò and around 

the bottom of the band ñNEW ORLEANS, LA.ò appears.  

Within the white area appear the words ñA CAMPUS OF THE 

SOUTHERN UNIVERSITY SYSTEMò around the top and 

ñFOUNDED 1956ò around the bottom. 

 

The official state bird of Louisiana, the brown pelican, 

appears in the middle of the seal.  The pelican and her young 

are in gold, outlined in blue, and she is feeding her young 

similar to the seal of the State of Louisiana.   

 

The official seal of SUNO is consistent with the seal of the Southern University System and its 

campuses. 

 

Symbolism:  The representation of the mother pelican on the 

SUNO seal is congruent with the representation on the State 

of Louisiana seal.  The mother is feeding her young by tearing 

her feathers which represents the state of Louisiana and her 

sacrifices in caring for its citizens.  In the case of SUNO it 

represents those qualities included in the Universityôs core 

values---nurturing and service. 

 

The Chancellorôs Seal is surrounded by a gold laurel wreath 

symbolizing the distinction this individual has in earning the 

title of Chancellor of Southern University at New Orleans.

UNIVERSITY LOGOS 
There are several images that are used to brand Southern University at New Orleans.  Note that the font 
used to brand the University is Book Antiqua .  Note also that images number 1 and 2 also appear in a 

variety of Reflex Blue, gold, white and black to satisfy specific graphics needs, depending on the colors 
used in various designs. 
 
Image #1 
The primary logo of Southern University at New Orleans consists of the letters ñSUNOò in Columbia Blue 
with a gold border, including the name of the University in Columbia Blue underneath sandwiched 
between two gold horizontal lines.   
 

 
 
Image #2 
This image simply consists of ñSouthern Universityò with ñNew Orleansò below in Columbia Blue 
separated by a gold horizontal line. 
 

 
 
Image #3 
This logo consists of ñSouthern Universityò over ñNew Orleansò separated by a horizontal line, all in Reflex 
Blue.  To the left of the name is the University seal.  The image is bordered by a double Reflex Blue line 
with a white background.  This logo is best suited for documents such as reports and various university 
forms.

This image consists of the University name in a simple linear style to satisfy space requirements.  Note 
that the word ñatò is italicized.

They are to not be skewed, 
reversed or re-colored (unless it is presented in the single colors of black, blue, white or gold).  The 
composition of images should not be changed, either. 
 
The seal is the official image of Southern University at New Orleans: 

 It is the property and the legal mark of the University. 

 The seal serves an administrative function and its use is to be approved by the Chancellorôs office or 
SUNO Public Relations. 

 Use of the seal is restricted to official University publications, letterhead, business cards and licensed 
uses unless approved by the Office of the Chancellor or SUNO Public Relations. 

 The seal should only appear in visual media (television, print or Internet) only with the approval of 
Southern University at New Orleans.
