Control (FP&C) visited our cam-

pus Thursday, May 6th to give 

several potential master program-

ming firms an overview of the 

damage rendered to our campus 

from the hurricanes and how addi-

tional monies garnered from the 

Federal government will be used 

in constructing Park Campus 

buildings.   

   The responsibility of the master 

programmer will be to work with 

an internal University committee 

to establish how all of the build-

ings on the Park Campus integrate 

and determine how the various 

space will be used.  The deadline 

for proposal submission is the end 

of the next week.  I will ask a 

team of individuals from SUNO 

to work with FP&C this summer 

in order to develop a plan, which 

should take approximately three 

months.
