   A major meeting between 

SUNO and FP&C officials re-

cently happened regarding the 

Leonard S. Memorial Library, and 

it's projected that the rebuilding 

will begin within the next six 

months. 

   Over on the Lake Campus, 

ground will be broken for con-

struction of a new College of 

Business and Public Administra-

tion building, Wednesday, March 

24th at 11 a.m.  Please make plans 

to attend if your schedule permits. 

   I am happy to report that nearly 

half of the installation of security 

cameras has been completed on 

the Park Campus, which is fully 

wired.  Installation of wiring for 

installation of security cameras is 

currently in progress on the Lake 

Campus.  Materials for the instal-

lation of more lighting will be 

arriving this week, with installa-

tion projected to start during the 

week of March 15th.
