ANNUAL REPORT 2010-2011 

SACS Visit 

The Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges (SACSCOC) held its on-site visit of 
SUNO from March 2nd through 4th, 2011.  The on-site committee report indicated that SUNO had been in compli-
ance with all SACS standards with no recommendations for corrective action.  The SACSCOC on-site report com-
mented on the University’s hospitality, and noted that SUNO ―has made a remarkable recovery since the Katrina 
disaster.  A major commitment has been made to ensure that the quality of course offerings, the teaching/learning 
processes and students’ engagement in learning were sustained at a competitive level during the post-Katrina 
period.‖  The findings of the visiting committee represented a preliminary assessment of the institution at the time 
the 2010-2011 annual report had been produced with the anticipated reaffirmation scheduled for December, 

2011. 

 

Loss of a Giant 

Dr. Emmett W. Bashful, the first Chancellor of Southern Uni-
versity at New Orleans, passed away on February 27, 2011 at 
the age 93.  He led SUNO from 1959 to 1987 and had served 
as Chancellor Emeritus since his retirement.  In 1959, Dr. Fel-
ton G. Clark, president of Southern University, asked Dr. 
Bashful to open Southern University at New Orleans.  It was 
there that the University started as a one-building campus with 
158 freshmen, ten courses, and fifteen faculty members.  Dr. 
Bashful began as dean of the University.  In 1969, he was 
named vice president, and he was eventually named chancel-

lor in 1977. 

Despite the initial challenges, SUNO would grow impressively.  
At the time of his retirement, SUNO had conferred more than 
5,000 degrees, it had grown into a 17-acre campus of ten 

buildings (the Multipurpose Building was added in the 1990's), and a student population of approximately 4,000 
students.  SUNO had established five academic divisions:  Business, Education, Humanities, Sciences, and So-
cial Sciences.  The University had also won three NCAA Division III national championships, all in men's outdoor 

track and field with a 2nd place finish in 1974 and 3rd place finishes 1980 and 1982. 

 

2011 Merger Bill 

The latter portion of the 2010-2011 fiscal year saw Southern University at New Orleans involved in a public dis-
cussion about a proposed merger with the University of New Orleans and subsequent move out of the Southern 
University System.  Beginning with Gov. Bobby Jindal’s announcement in January, 2011, the elimination of  Sen-
ate Bill 183, and ending with the University’s removal from House Bill 537 in May, 2011, the debate provided 
SUNO with the opportunity to display its value in the higher education community.  That value was highlighted in 
the Southern University System’s proposal A Focused Learning Approach to Strengthen the Role of Public Higher 
Education in Building a Greater New Orleans: The Honoré Center for Undergraduate Student Achievement.  As a 
follow-up to the intense five-month discussion, the University immediately began collaboration with its area part-
ners, the University of New Orleans and Delgado Community College, to provide the region with solutions to in-

creasing public higher education standards. 

 

Number One in Campus Safety for a Second Year in a Row 

For the second year in a row, the University was ranked number one in campus safety with a 98.18 safety rating 
among Louisiana colleges and universities by StateUniversity.com.  The University was ranked nineteenth in the 
U.S. by the web site, up from 20th in 2009.  The campus safety report is 
based on incidents reported by campus safety officials.  SUNO re-
corded .38 burglaries and 2.27 larceny-theft incidents per 1,000 stu-
dents.  Other categories considered were aggravated assault, arson, forci-
ble rape, murder, robbery and vehicle theft.  According to StateUniver-
sity.com ―colleges and universities ranked for campus safety on a scale 
that accounts for severity of a crime as well as frequency of crime.‖  SUNO 

is the highest ranked four-year HBCU in America.

of Accreditation Services, Dr. Frank Martin, and mem-
bers of CBA’s LGCA Committee have been working to 
refine the learning goals, objectives, and rubrics used 
to assess several student learning objectives, includ-
ing ethics, written and oral communication, based on 
findings from data collected over the previous two 

years. 

CBA has extended three job offers to faculty appli-

cants to replace some of the faculty members reas-
signed to units outside the CBA. The hiring process for 
two of the faculty members is completed; applicant 
review is ongoing for two positions. The college antici-
pates hiring four faculty members to meet its instruc-
tional, research, service, and AACSB accreditation 

needs. 

The college is focusing on the preparation of a com-

prehensive Self Evaluation Report addressing all 21 
AACSB accreditation review standards.  The docu-

ment is due by April, 2012. 

 

Council on Social Work Education (CSWE) 

   CSWE is the accrediting body for the School of Social 
Work.  Faculty and Staff continued 
to meet and write narratives for the 
Self Study Report.  Dr. Dean Pierce, 
the CSWE consultant, met with 
faculty and staff in September 2010.  
He provided direction for the com-
pletion of the report.  In February 
and March 2011, he also provided 
direction for verifying the sugges-
tions provided in September 2010.  
The completed ―Self Study‖ was 
submitted to CSWE on April 1, 
2011.  A site visit is schedule for 

October 2011. 

   Plans have been completed for 
the School of Social Work to re-
locate from mobile unit facilities on 
the Lake Campus to the second 
floor of the New Science Building as 
soon as the College of Business 
and Public Administration occupies 
their new complex.  This plan is a 

major boost to the preparation for the on-site visit. 

   A Logistics Committee, co-chaired by Mrs. Gloria B. Moul-
trie, Vice Chancellor for Community Outreach/University 
Advancement, and Dr. Brenda Jackson, the Director of Title 
III Programs, has been set up to organize a flawless on-site 

visit. 

 

ACADEMIC PROGRAMS 

   The Louisiana Board of Regents carried out a state-wide 
review of low-completer academic programs.  The criteria 
for identification as a ―low- completer‖ program in January 

2011 were: 

Undergraduate Programs – Fewer than 8 completers 

per year or fewer than 24 graduates within 3 years. 

Masters/Specialist Programs – Fewer than 5 com-

pleters per year or less than 15 graduates within 3 

years. 

ACCREDITATION 

Southern Association of Colleges and Schools ð  

Commission on Colleges (SACSCOC)  

   SACSCOC Accreditation Committee conducted an on-site 
visit from March 2nd to  4th, 2011. The Committee’s report 
was received on May 5, 2011, with great excitement and jubi-
lation as Southern University at New Orleans was found com-
pliant in all the ninety (90) standards involved, with no recom-

mendations for corrective action. 

   The SACSCOC on-site report commented on the Univer-
sity’s hospitality, and noted that SUNO òhas made a remark-
able recovery since the Katrina disaster.  A major commit-
ment has been made to ensure that the quality of course 
offerings, the teaching/learning processes and studentsõ 
engagement in learning were sustained at a competitive 

level during the post-Katrina period.ó 

   The findings of the visiting committee represent a prelimi-
nary assessment of the institution at this time, and final action 
on the report rests with the Commission on Colleges.  The 
final reaffirmation confirmation is anticipated by the SACS 
Commission on Colleges in December, 2011.  A copy of the 

entire report can be obtained from the institution.

   The following major goals have been achieved in prepara-
tion for the initial accreditation of the College of Business and 

Public Administration (CBA): 

An ultramodern college complex under construction at a 

cost of $3,365,400 is nearing completion.  The college is 
expected to move into the complex by July, 2011.  
Stallings Construction Co. (Mike Stallings, President) is 
the contractor.  Pradere Office Products of New Orleans, 
LA was selected to provide furniture for the new CBA 
building.  The contract was awarded on Tuesday, June 
21, 2011.  Pradere has already taken steps to ensure 

that the furniture is delivered in a timely manner. 
The CBA Dean, Dr. Igwe E. Udeh, the CBA Coordinator 
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Doctoral Programs – Fewer than 2 completers per year or 

less than 6 graduates within 3 years. 

   Nine (9) SUNO Programs - B.S. Elementary Education GR 1-5, 
B.S. Early Childhood Education GR PK-3, B.A. English, B.A. His-
tory, B.A. Public Administration, B.S. Health Information Manage-
ment Systems, B.S. Substance Abuse, B.S. Business Entrepreneur-
ship, and B.A. Sociology - were subjected to the mandatory review.  
Following a review of SUNO’s strong case for the continuation of all 
9 programs, the B.A. Sociology program was eventually terminated, 
while the other 8 programs were categorized as conditional mainte-
nance, meaning that the programs demonstrated a likelihood of 
success, and are given two years to show improvement.  The  8 

programs must also submit annual progress reports.  

   The exercise resulted in the termination of 109 programs state-
wide and the consolidation of 17.  The detailed state report was 
released by Board of Regents on April 27, 2011, and is available at 

the Board of Regents website.

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ENROLLMENT 

   Fall 2010 was SUNO’s first semester under the Louisiana 
Board of Regents minimum regional standards.  Despite 
projections that the University’s enrollment would decrease to 
below 2,900 students, the University’s population grew to 
3,165 students.  SUNO experienced another enrollment 
increase in Spring 2011 when the University recorded 3,310 
students.  The admissions team, along with faculty and staff 
at the University, maintained their aggressive recruitment 
efforts.  Members of the faculty and staff continued to visit 
area high schools as a team in the 2010-2011 academic 

year.  Several high schools agreed to host ―SUNO Days‖. 

   Once again, advertising was implemented to recruit stu-
dents.  The University produced radio, print, online, and 
television ads.  To brand SUNO, a ―My University‖ television 
commercial was produced featuring two high-GPA student-

athletes who also showed the cultural diversity.  

 

STUDENT LIFE 

   Student life was highlighted by impressive strides in athlet-
ics, community engagement, and advocacy for the University.  
The academic year started with the Lady Knights volleyball 
team accomplishing the improbable in producing a 10-13 
record.  Taking the Gulf Coast Athletic Conference by sur-
prise, the ladies took advantage of a changing conference by 
sweeping cross town rivals Xavier for the season, getting the 
second-best record in the regular season, and coming within 
one game of winning the GCAC Tournament in November 
2010.  Freshmen Wynieka Anderson, Veronica Azubuike, 
and Gabrielle Carter were all named to the All-GCAC Team 

with Azubuike being named Freshman of the Year.  

   While the volleyball team was shocking the conference, 
members of the cross country teams quietly made a state-
ment in the conference.  Monicah Jepkemboi and Trudy-Ann 
Williams were named to the All-GCAC Team for women, and 
Norbert Miller was an all-conference for men.  Jepkemboi 
took here talents to Washington were she competed in the 

NAIA’s national cross country meet. 

   Not to be outdone, the Lady Knights basketball team 
enjoyed a record-breaking season.  SUNO began 16-0, the 

best start in school history.  In the process they broke several

   As always, SUNO was produced qualifiers for the NAIA’s indoor 
and outdoor national meets.  The 4x400 relay team qualified for the 
indoor championship in March.  McFarlane qualified for the outdoor 
championship in the 200 meter, Miller qualified for both the 400 
meter and the 400 meter hurdles in outdoor, and Williams qualified 

for the 200 meter in outdoor. 

   Student engagement rose to new heights by virtue of Gov. 
Bobby Jindal’s controversial proposal to merge the University with 
the University of New Orleans, and move both from their respective 
systems to the University of Louisiana System.  As a result, students 
actively participated in rallies, Louisiana Board of Regents public 
comments at meetings, and legislative committee meeting public 
comments.  A group of students from the Southern University Sys-
tem, including SUNO’s Student Government Association president, 
Eugenie Tobin, participated in a law suit filed against the Board of 
Regents to challenge the racial make-up of the board.  As a result, 
Gov. Jindal quickly replaced one of the board members with an 
African-American male member.  Still, students fought gallantly for 
Southern University at New Orleans in person, via social media, and 

through letter-writing campaigns to legislators. 

   Students and employees increased their community service 
activities, as a collective.  The SUNO Police Department led the 
way in August, 2010 by teaming up with students to host a National 
Night Out celebration at Pontchartrain Park with the New Orleans 
Police Department’s 3rd District.  SUNO Athletics followed up with 
school visits.  The men’s basketball team kicked the year off with a 
visit to Fannie C. Williams Elementary where they read to pre-
kindergarten students.  Later, members of the volleyball team visited 
Alice Harte Charter Elementary School to discuss the fundamentals 
of volleyball as well as the importance of staying committed to aca-
demics.  In the spring there was a collaboration between the 
women’s basketball team and Beta Kappa Chi, the biology honor 
society, as well as students from Tulane to help restore a softball 
field in City Park.  The year was rounded out with the Lady Knights 
volleyball team donating their time and effort at the Lower 9th Ward 

NENA Healthy Family, Healthy Home Fair.

LAKE CAMPUS 

The unprecedented Lake Campus expansion continued with the completion 

of the Student & Faculty Housing complex in addition to other projects.  The 

Information Technology Center was opened in Fall 2010 with the official 

ribbon cutting occurring in March.  Simultaneously, construction continued on 

the College of Business & Public Administration building.   

 

The Louisiana Board of Regents at their June 2011 meeting in Baton Rouge 

approved the University’s request to build a $3 million on-campus business 

incubator.  More than $2 million of the funding for the building was pre-

approved by the U.S. Department of Education and came from a special Title 

III -College Cost Reduction and Access Act Program.  The state-of-the-art 

facility is expected to be completed within two years and will allow for a 

seamless interaction between classroom education and real-world entrepre-

neurs.  The facility will also serve as office space for entrepreneurs and will 

contain faculty and staff offices.   

 

PARK CAMPUS 

Small improvements were made to the Park Campus for the convenience of 
students and employees.  Pavements were added in areas where people can 
walk around the external cooling units on buildings.  Also, work began on the 
Leonard S. Washington Memorial Library with an expected completion time 

of early Spring 2012 for renovations.   

 

TECHNOLOGY 

The University made significant strides in technology.  SUNO became 100% 
wireless and implemented cloud computing in the Summer 2011 session.  
Also, each incoming freshman who qualified for the Louisiana Board of Re-
gents regional minimum admission standards and without a personal laptop 
will have access to a laptop upon arrival in Fall 2011.  It is estimated that 
possibly 30 to 40 per cent of homes in New Orleans do not have internet 

access. 

 

SUNO also began preparations for the Banner, a fully integrated software solution developed by Sungard Higher Education. 
The system will allow SUNO students, faculty, and staff to conveniently manage the registration process, financial aid, tuition 

payments, and University operations. The online one-stop-shop will be rolled out for the Fall 2011 semester. 

 

FUNDRAISING 

The SUNO Foundation was awarded $25,000 from The Coca-Cola Foundation (the Foundation), the philanthropic arm of The 
Coca-Cola Company.  The funds are part of a $4 million grant distributed to 38 organizations across the United States and 
Canada in keeping with the Foundation's commitment to build sustainable communities throughout North America, including 
the District of Columbia and one Canadian province.  The total scope of the grants includes water conservation, community 

recycling, active healthy living and education.  The SUNO Foundation is the fundraising arm of SUNO. 

 

The grant provided First Generation College Scholarships to twenty students who are enrolled as full-time students at 
SUNO.  To be eligible, students must have completed at least one semester at the University.  The First Generation Scholar-
ship Program provides scholarship support to full-time students who are the first in their immediate family to attend college, 
maintain a 3.0 grade point average and demonstrate financial need.  The Coca-Cola Foundation has contributed more than 

$23 million in First Generation Scholarship support since 1993.   

 

SUNO was also one of several HBCUs to receive a portion of 
the Coca-Cola Last Mile Scholarships to ―benefit women who 
are the first in their families to attend college and who lack the 
necessary resources to complete their degrees‖ according to a 
June 30th press release from the Coca-Cola Company.  SUNO 
received $25,000 out of the $125,000 awarded to other institu-
tions.  Recipients must be juniors or seniors maintaining at least 

a 2.5 grade point average.
