Serious medical conditions and workplace accidents require advanced treatment
and will be handled by Orleans Parish EMS. Please dial 911 immediately and
stay on the line with the operator. If possible it is also advised that Campus

Police be called at 504-286-5290 to help facilitate the dispatch of the responding
units.
