Therefore, you
are requested to maintain the order and
solemnity of the proceedings. It is a
courtesy we owe each other and our
guests.
As such, please adhere to the following:
e The University strictly prohibits “greek
strolling” of any kind during the
Commencement ceremony.

e Cell phones should be placed on silent.

¢ Graduates must remain for the entire
ceremony as a sign of respect
for all Graduates.

The appropriate cap for graduates is
the familiar black "mortarboard.”
The mortarboard is to be worn
straight on the head with the point
of the cap in the center of the
forehead. The tassel should hang to
the left of the face for
undergraduate and on the right for
graduate students.
